Due to the occupation of the Crimean peninsula and its illegal annexation by
Russian Federation. which was not recognized by Ukraine, the State Aviation
Administmtion of Ukraine has issued a NOTAM about closurc of all civil airpor*
in Crimea ftn receiving and servicing of aircraft. Moreover. airspace over the
whole territoqy of the Crimean peninsula was als$ closcd starting finm I ? March
30t4.

However, despite of the ban on flights, Russian airlines systemadcally violate
flight rules and the use of the airspace of tJkraine, performing flights to i from the
closed airports.

Such actions are regaded as unacceptable and those that affect the safety.
ln this regard, we kindly ask you to inform all IATA agencies about

inadmissibility of selling tickets fur flights of any air carrier tolfircm Crirnea.

Many thanks for your letter of 24 June 2014 expressing concem at the ongoing difficult
situation in the Crimean peninsula.

IATA is monitoring the situation in Crimea very closely together with its member airlines
and continues to follow the guidance of the lntemational Civil Aviation Organisation
(ICAO) on all matters conceming the closure of, or operation of aircraft through, the
Cilmean FlR.

With respect to the sale of airline tickets by travel agencies, even if those agents are
accredited to IATA, unfortunately IATA has no jurisdiction over such agents with respect
to the sales of tickets and cannot prevent them from selling tickets on Russian airlines
operating to Crimean airports.

Thank you once again for your letter. My team and I remain at your disposal to answer
any further questions and regret that we are not able to assist on ihis occasion.

The State Aviation Administration of Ukaine presents its compliments to you and would like to
advice you ahut the following.

As it is known due to Crimea annexation by Russian Federation since March 2014 the relevant
NOTAM was issued for the Simferopol airport forbidding any flights to/from this airport. Also
the certificate of Simferopol airport was revoked taking into account that the State Aviation
Administration of Ukraine couldn't control and be responsible for safety flights operation
to/from airfieldVairports which are located in Crimea since that moment. However, despite that
tact a lot of Russian air carriers continue to perform their tlights to/from Simferopol.

Therefore, to avoid illegal fligbts operation and exception the possibility of air tickets sales via
CRSs we are kindly ask you to remove IATA three-letter airport code of Simferopol airport
(SIP). also known as IATA location identifier. defined by the International Air Transprt
Association (the assignmenl of these codes is governed by IATA Resolution 763) from IATA
airport codes database.

The State Aviation Administration of Ukraine avails itself of the opportunity to renew the

assurances of its highest consideration to you and would highly appreciate your positive
consideration and prompt reply.

Dear Mr. Bilchuk,

Thank you for your letter of 13 May 2016 requesting the removal of the IATA location

identifier for Simferopol Airport (SlP).

IATA is not able to take any action in respect of Simferopol at this time. As you know, there
is a significant divergence of governmental positions on the current legal sta-t-us of Crimea.

IATA iikes note of the requeit by the Autonomous Republic of Crimea to affiliate with the
Russian Federation and the decision by the Govemment of the Russian Federation to
accept that request. IATA also takes note of the position of the Governmant of Ukraine that

Crimea remains a part of Ukraine and the international support for that position reflected in

a recent resolution adopted by the United Nations GeneralAssembly'

As in past situations where territorial sovereignty has been viewed differently by different
governments, IATA will closely monitor developments and make any necessary
idjustments to the administration of its programs in or involving Crimea as soon as the

current situation is clarified.
